Imagination and Cultural Inclusion

The Master of Education program is
designed for practicing educators of all types
and from a variety of settings who wish to
integrate scholarly inquiry with their
professional practice and particular interests.
This two year cohort program offers the
opportunity to gain a high-quality degree
focused on addressing immediate and long-
term educational needs in Prince Rupert and
other northern communities.

FEATURES OF THE MED PROGRAM

PROGRAM FORMAT AND
STRUCTURE

PROGRAM REQUIREMENTS

= Designed and offered in collaboration with
School District 52 and the Aboriginal
Education Council

= Intended primarily for teachers and other
educators working in settings with
significant numbers of Aboriginal/First
Nations students (both K-12 and adult).

= Grounded in research, theory, and practice

stemming from the LUCID research
partnership, which aims at building
imaginative, culturally inclusive
approaches to teaching the mainstream
curriculum.

= Focused on expanding repertoires of
principles and strategies for engaging all
students in learning.

= Provides a framework for collaborative,
participatory action research that aims to
benefit northern schools, districts, and the
communities that they serve.

Throughout the program, there will be a
consistent emphasis on the integration of
theory and reflective inquiry with practice, and
on connecting the academic curriculum with
the imaginative worlds and lived experiences
of students and communities.

The Master of Education (MEd) in Curriculum

and Instruction is designed for the working

professional, both inside and outside the K-12

system, including adult education.

= Focused on improvement of practice
through the study of educational theory,
philosophy and practice

= Emphasis on collaborative, participatory
action research ensures relevance to
broader community context

= The program is co-designed to situate the
process of professional development
within the realities of working lives and
community priorities

= Cohort-based with seven 5-credit courses
over six semesters

= Fall and Spring classes meet every second
weekend at a venue in Prince Rupert

= In the first summer semester, students will
take a three-week course in July at SFU
Burnaby

The Master of Education has two
main elements:

1. Collaborative exploration of how
imagination and cultural inclusion
contribute to engagement, learning,
teaching, curriculum, and community.

2. Building the knowledge, skills, and
understanding of individual candidates in
relation to their professional work.

The MEd is awarded to students who

demonstrate:

= The acquisition and interpretation of a
significant body of knowledge necessary
for advanced professional practice.

= The ability to plan and carry out a
significant program of collaborative action
research in their context of practice.
