




















Additional Requirements

During their first three terms at SFU, students must either complete our Foundations

of Academic Literacy course (FAL X99-4) with at least a C grade, or pass the Language
Proficiency Index exam (LPI) with a score of 4 or better on the essay section and at
least 50% on all other parts.

University Admission

All applicants to the PQP must be eligible for admission to Simon Fraser University, and must apply
for admission or readmission to the University (Student Services) before their application deadline.
When applying to SFU choose the Education non-degree program.

PQP Admission Criteria

In addition to University Admissions requirements, the PQP Admissions Committee
evaluates the following areas in reviewing your application:

1. Volunteer Experience

Preference will be given to candidates with volunteer experience in the BC school system,
who gained experience in a BC educational context with children, and reflect knowledge
of an interest in the BC school system as shown through evidence in the portfolio and
fluency in English (both written and spoken).

The Admissions Committee looks at the quality of experience versus the quantity
of experience. The committee uses the following criteria to assess your
experience:

+ evidence of interest in and experience with children of school age

+ evidence of special related talents and skills

+ evidence of initiative and/or leadership in these settings

+ evidence about teaching and learning

Your application will be strengthened if you seek volunteer experience at a school
where the teachers must have BCCT certification. You should be proactive
understanding what is being taught and why it is being taught.
+ ask your supervising teacher to mentor you during your volunteer
experience
+ ask the teacher specific questions about curriculum, planning,
classroom management, instruction, assessment and evaluation
+ become part of the classroom, helping groups of children and/or help
children one-on-one with classroom work
+ with permission from your supervising teacher, volunteer to actually
teach lessons

2. Reference Letters

Two confidential letters of reference are required to support your application. You

may submit an additional confidential reference, but no more than three references

are permitted. One reference letter must come from an off-campus educator who has
observed you interacting with children/adolescents in an educational setting (public and/or
independent school). It is preferable to have a recent (within one year) reference based on
your volunteer experience. All references should be mailed directly by the referee to the
Special Programs Advisor in a sealed envelope.
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
